Safer sex kit components
Depending on the event planned some of the components in the list below may be left out.
1. Basic information on event/campaign/organization

2. Safer sex pamphlet/leaflet/booklet including information on the major resources
3. Male condom(s)

4. Instructions on how to use male condoms

5. Lube for male condoms

6. Female condom(s)

7. Instructions on how to use female condoms

8. Lube for female condoms

9. Dental dam
10. Emergency contraception information/Morning-after pill
� This may be a sticker with the organization name, logo and contact information or website; a sticker with the event/campaign name and the names and contact information of the organizers; a palm card with the name and logo of the campaign/organizations.


� These may include basic instructions on proper condom use presented in a graphic or other eye-catching format.


� May be flavored and non-flavored


� Printed instructions for the correct use of female condoms are usually provided by female condom manufacturers. Since they are rather lengthy you may choose to develop your own instructions or use those developed by other organizations after receiving their permission for that. 


� These are as a rule provided by female condom manufacturers along with female condoms and instructions as free extras.
