Necessary materials: 
· CDs 
· Instructions on condom use – print-outs, graphic, video 

· Video, documentaries on condom use

· Art work, images, photos (e.g., featuring people wearing condom costumes, demonstrating correct condom use, distributing condoms, condom pins, “lollipops”, other fun things made out of condoms)

· Condom costumes

· Demos for both condoms (male and female)

· Male and female condoms and lube and instructions on their use

· Slogans/logos that may deliver the message of condom use necessity/effectiveness;

· Route messages with the important/interesting information (facts and figures) on the condom use and benefits (in case it is a Run & Walk);

· Sample T-shirts with pictures/graphics/slogans/information;

· Quizzes on the use of condoms

· Posters/booklets/palm cards/calendars (pocket/wall);

· Scenario of the training on condom use, i.e., talking points

· List of components for the safer sex kits 

· Information on where to get materials (online shops, local printers, condom manufacturers, places where they may get demonstrational tools from (e.g., vaginas, dildos)

· List of organizations that may serve as online/personal resources for the information related to condom use

· Sample budget including the costs of printing, developing the materials to be used, e.g., condoms, lubes, posters, palm cards, stickers, other
