Answers:

1. c - Condom use can be traced back several thousand years. Around 1000 BC the ancient Egyptians used a linen sheath for protection against disease.

2. b - Hand-dipping condoms using natural rubber latex from trees was invented in Ohio in 1919.

3. a - Condoms provide protection against many STDs such as HIV, however there are some STDs such as genital warts and herpes that can be passed on through skin contact even when a condom is used.
